CAC Meeting Minutes, Sept 12, 2016, REVISED
•  The minutes from the July 11 CAC meeting were approved.

•  Tahuya Fire Station:  Chief Bakken provided an update on the Tahuya Fire Station.  The two phases are the rough design and cost estimate phase and the engineering phase.  Personnel at NMRFA are currently looking at all the spaces and uses.  Some issues are the need for parking given parking regulations and building requirements.  C:  Would be good to show the septic tanks on the plan as it finalizes.  A schematic of the plan will be shown at Tahuya on Sept 13 at their regular Community Club meeting.  We are estimating it will take 4-6 months for the design process.

•  Wildland Deployment:  We had 5-6 deployments and had great success including four High School students who received basic wildland training, worked under seasoned firefighters, and absolutely had to respond when called.  The students were paid a stipend and received $2,000 in scholarship money.  

•  Burn Ban:  The Burn Ban is still on.  We’ll see later what the status is.

•  Americorps:  Next year’s program is set to get underway, focusing on preventing falls.  We will be partnering with Faith in Action.  Two recent North Mason graduates will be our volunteers.

•  NARCAN:  We have a terrible opiate addiction problem here in North Mason.  Dr. Hoffman has made it permissible not just for paramedics but for EMT’s to administer NARCAN as a nasal mist to save lives during overdose.  There is a forum on opiate abuse to be held in Shelton on the 21st, 4-7 in the Shelton High School.

•  Epipens; The high cost of Epipens has been much in the news lately.  For persons living in the RFA, who might experience a life threatening allergic reaction, it’s important to know that paramedics can provide a dose of Epinephrine when needed, without the need of an epipen.  Call 911 immediately if a severe allergic reaction appears to be beginning; time is critical.  Q:  How can we get this message out to more people?  We need to think about ways to do this.
